If you are reading this you are doing so a good two weeks after it was written.  
Some things become old news in that amount of time. As I write our DRAMARA-
MA camp is going full blast. The staff is amazing and I get to help but am not 
needed that much. There are a lot of challenges that go with the joys. Out of the 
24 youth participating there are somewhere around 9 countries of origin repre-
sented. Often we have to remind the kids to ñspeak Englishò so that everyone is 
included. I wish I knew Swahili but I can only say hello. These youth all came to 
America through the legal refugee system. Unfortunately the number of people 
allowed to be considered for this method of immigration into our country is at an 
all-time low. These kids have been through very difficult times. One instructor 
was getting to know one of the kids and asked about her parents only to be told 
that they were both dead from violence in her home country.  

Even some of the children who come to us from local schools live in poverty. These kids are joys. They are in-
volved. For these two weeks they are a part of this church community. There have been some difficult mo-
ments but the staff is dedicated to keeping them all here. They are working with them. No one is going to be 
thrown out, and no one is going to be told to go back to where they came from. They are a part of us.   

We are a part of a faith community with many opinions and feelings about a variety of things. I am thankful 
that we recognize that everyone belongs. Period. If we have differences we work on them. We talk to one an-
other. We come together. After all, if we all go back to where we came from, we eventually all go back to God, 
in whom we are one.
