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A Word from Pastor Trump 

Iôm performing some weddings this fall. One was at Lutheridge, and the other will 
be at Pawleyôs Island. The couples are not members, but the children of old 
friends. So, I have to come up with something to say. This gets me thinking about 
relationships and families. The church is at times referred to as a family and in-
deed we are in relationship with one another and with God. We are joined by the 
love of God. I read a book not long ago called A MAN CALLED OVE. Itôs a delight-
ful book about a bit of a cantankerous man named Ove who marries Sonja, the 
woman of his dreams.  She is tragically paralyzed in a bus accident early in their 
relationship. They journey on.  He cares for her in every way imaginable. Their 
love simply grows. At one point the book reads: 

ñIt is difficult to admit that one is wrong. Particularly when one has been wrong 
for a very long time. Sonja used to say that Ove had only admitted he was wrong on one occasion in all the 
years they had been married, and that was after heôd agreed with her about something that later turned out to 
be incorrect. Loving someone is like moving into a houseò Sonja used to say. ñAt first you fall in love with all 
the new things, amazed every morning that all this belongs to you, as if fearing that someone would suddenly 
come rushing in through the door to explain that a terrible mistake had been made, you werenôt actually sup-
posed to live in a wonderful place like this. Then over the years the walls become weathered, the wood splin-
ters here and there, and you start to love that house not so much because of all its perfection, but rather for its 
imperfections.  You get to know all the nooks and crannies. How to avoid getting the key caught in the lock 
when itôs cold outside.  Which of the floorboards flex slightly when one steps on them or exactly how to open 
the wardrobe doors without them creaking. These are the little secrets that make it your home.ò  

There are imperfections in our church home. There are creaks and cracks, things that stick and things that 
wobble.  How do we learn to love those things in this community and in each other? Itôs what God does for us 
after all.  How do we admit to one another when we are wrong and receive forgiveness? These are the things, 
the imperfections, that make this place so doggone beautiful. Thank you, for everything you have gotten wrong 
over the years, for the mistakes, for the blunders, and for still being faithful. And thank you for accepting me, 
with mine!

The Youth Team is excited to announce that Christine Vincent, whom youôve met as 
our assigned Seminarian, has accepted a part-time, paid position as Youth Associate. 
We made this decision through what is believed to be clear guidance from the Holy 
Spirit (yes, we are Lutherans and we said that out loud!).  We presented to Mutual 
Ministry and Council and they agreed that she will be a wonderful asset in building 
the faith of our middle and high schoolers.  Here are some of the questions asked by 
Council: 

Why Christine? 

During her initial conversation with Pastor Trump and Deacon Holland, Christine enthusiastically spoke of 
her experiences with leading youth as an intern at her home church during her senior year of college, major-
ing in religious studies, and as a counselor at Sky Ranch Lutheran Camp in Colorado. It was evident that she 
has a gift and a love for working with teens! 

How is this different than her assigned ñfield educationò duties? 

Christine has first come to us as a Seminarian in a field placement. She is at St. Andrewôs to learn about 
church administration, increase her liturgical knowledge, and see what is involved in creating and maintain-
ing church programs. Outside of these assignments, sheôll be paid to work around 5 hours per week on youth-
specific activities, which will include organizing and leading Bible studies, planning service (and fun) opportu-
nities, and teaching Sunday School. 

How does this affect Deacon Holland?   

Deacon Holland will supervise Christine and be responsible for what happens with the youth program.  How-
ever, when we called Deacon Holland to serve our congregation, it was not intended that her job would be 
mostly youth-related forever. As it happened, though, her primary focus for nearly 10 years has been the 
youth program. Weôll now have a greater benefit of her gifts and talents, as she can lend them to other pro-
gram areas.  

WIGIAT? (Where is God in all this?) 

We see this as a gracious gift that our youth will be able to hear Godôs word through this vibrant servant, who 
is answering her call. The Youth Team and Deacon Holland feel that Christine was led to this church and pray 
that the Spirit will continue to work through her as she embarks on this journey with our kids.
